SPECIALITIES
VIDEO AND FILM

For this specialty, you’ll get a broad range
of experience in video and film. You’ll get
the opportunity to go on-location for video
shoots, assist with studio and location
lighting, and capture interviews for news
stories and sermon support. Also, you’ll get
to create graphics using Photoshop and
After Effects; edit using Final Cut Pro, and
act as a liaison between our department
and the volunteer video ministry.

GRAPHIC/PRINT DESIGN

With this internship focus, there are
opportunities to design everything from
T-shirts, brochures, and banners, to stage
graphics, newspaper advertisements, and
flyers. You’ll be able to collaborate with
ministry leaders in the use of graphics

in their communication pieces, and
establish branding strategies, as well as
keep our ministry brand assets up-to-date
and available, and even develop new
communication tools.

WEB DESIGN

For those interested in Web design, this
internship allows you to train staff and
volunteers to manage their Website
content, create bulk e-mail design and
production, perform graphic and textual
site updates, and design and develop site
templates. You’ll be developing HTML,
CSS, JavaScript, Facebook page designs,
logo designs, and branding, as well as
integrating social media and developing
tools (such as blogs and media centers).

SOCIAL MEDIA

As a social media intern, you’ll help execute
Saddleback Church’s Social Media Ministry
vision, moderate Saddleback fan pages,

recruit volunteers for the Internet Campus
and Social Media, and train and equip
volunteers for their service in the respective
ministries. You’ll also get to communicate
with volunteers of the Internet Campus and
Social Media ministries and create content
for live updates for Saddleback conferences
on campus.

MARKETING

If you choose to pursue a marketing
internship, you’ll participate in
Saddleback’s marketing strategy and aid in
marketing for weekend messages, message
series, special events, and campaigns.

EDITORIAL/WRITING

In this internship, you’ll be given
opportunities to write content for some
of Saddleback’s various communications
outlets. In addition, you will also proof
and fact-check the online newsletter,
edit brochure content, write spotlights
on Saddleback volunteers, and travel to
Saddleback events where you’ll take
notes, conduct interviews, and put
together write-ups.

JOURNALISM/

happenings. You’ll have a chance to interact
with various media sources to communicate
Saddleback’s message and engage with the
Saddleback public relations team to gain
experience in the field.
